Antigone 6th Scene Group Assignment 

--You and your group members will create a 6th scene for Antigone based on where we left off in the Exodus.
--Be creative, use my props, bring in props, make props, use music, etc…
--Use characters that are still alive, you can have people speak from the dead, and you can add new character if you want.
--You must have a chorus section at the end of your scene that should contain the moral of your scene and of the story.
--This is the new, final scene of the play.
--You will act your scene out in front of class tomorrow.  
--Every person in group should have a speaking role.  You must actually act, not just read off of the paper.  Use emotion, actions, etc…
--You must think about where people will stand (staging) and acting.
--Everyone should have a script to act off of and one copy should be given to teacher.  
--You will be graded on creativity, relation to actual play, use of props, script turned in to Ms. Desmond, and participation.
--Scene acted out should be about 5-10 minutes in length
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--You will be placed into groups of my choosing.
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
